This reminds me of the nar-
rative recorded in Acts 9.  Saul was 
passionate about his purpose only 
to discover his ways were not Godôs 
ways.  In other words, doing things 
in the name of God does not make 
them godly.  Saul learned that God 
must order our steps as we walk 
from faith unto faith.  We must learn 
to respond to God as He is, not as 
we know Him.  The difference is  
colossal!  Responding to God 
means that the ñgod of my imagina-
tionò may have to die in order for 
the God of Creation to live.  Saul 
realized this in his life and became 
a proclaimer of the very thing he 
persecuted.  God can change us!     

Just as we discovered in the 
Edwin Lois Cole narrative, many 
times we are content to do only 
what weôve always done.  We find 
ourselves talking about what weôre 
going to do and all the while nothing 
has really changed.  Cole was right, 
even as Saul realized, true change 
isnôt change until it is of God.  
Therefore, as we rediscover this 
Presence in our lives and embrace 
His love let us endeavor to live the 
life God has purposed for us.
